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Swan

Requirements:

Finished picture measures: 12 x 8 in (30 X 20 cm) Swan measures 2 34 X 4 in (7 X 10 cm)
Appliqué: background fabric, fusible web, swan and hexagon fabrics, wadding, backing fabric
Embroidery: background fabric, embroidery silks, wadding

Stitching Instructions
Cut background, wadding and the backing fabric to size: Adding a seam allowance.

2. For appliqué: Trace the swan and hexagons onto the paper side of your fusible web. Cut out
leaving a small seam allowance all round. Iron to the back of your chosen fabrics. Cut your swan
and hexagons out as carefully as possible. The pattern is suitable for other types of appliqué;
remember to add seam allowance for needle turn.

Iron: Peel off the paper backing from the fusible web and iron the swan etc in place.

Mark up quilting lines: Using a washable/ removable fabric marker trace the quilting lines.

5. Free motion quilting: Set your machine up for free motion quilting and using a grey thread
drawroundtheswanaddi ng as much detail as you dare. Fol

6. Quilt: Use a neutral thread to stitch on the quilting lines. Remove the fabric marker. Press.

Add picture backing fabric: Put picture front and the backing fabric RS together and stitch
round, leaving an opening for turning. Turn and slip stitch opening closed. Press.

8. For embroidery: Trace the swan onto your chosen fabric, place wadding behind fabric and stitch
through both layers (this hides all your messy ends and adds texture) using dark sewing thread

and backstitch. Add hand quilting for texture.
9. Admire. And never, ever point out your mistakes!
